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The TSysHotKey component is a Delphi component that allows you to set system global hotkeys in Windows 95 and Windows NT. The component works only in Delphi 2.0.

How to install


To install the component, follow the following steps:


·	Copy all files in the BIN directory to the directory where all your custom components are stored. If you don't have such a directory, make one. If you don't, Delphi's library search path will soon be full and you can't add other components anymore.


·	Add the component to your component library by choosing  'Component - Install…' in Delphi 2.0.


·	Click the 'Add' button and specify the name of the TSysHotKey module (SYSHOT.DCU). 


·	Click the 'OK' button. Delphi will now recompile your component library. If everything works out, you'll find the icon for the TCheckListBox component on the 'Win95' page in your component library. 





To install the help file, do the following:


·	Quit Delphi.


·	Copy the help and help contents files (SYSHOT.HLP and SYSHOT.CNT) and it's accompanying keyword file (SYSHOT.KWF) from the HELP subdirectory  to the Delphi help directory.


·	Run the HELPINST program and open the main Delphi help index file (DELPHI.HDX which is located in the BIN subdirectory below the Delphi program directory).


·	Add the keyword file for the TSysHot component by choosing 'Add Keyword File..' from the 'Keywords' menu. Select the SYSHOT.KWF file and save the main Delphi help index file.


·	Restart Delphi.
